
Admission to the Nursing program is competitive. There are program entrance requirements that must be 
completed prior to applying for the nursing program.  Applicants are required to include academic transcripts 
to confirm the completion of all prerequisites at the time of application.

Program Entrance Requirements and Application Instructions 

1. Proof of graduation from high school or a high school equivalency diploma (formerly known as GED). 

2. Completion of Algebra, Biology and Chemistry per description below. Students may fulfill these require-

ments by completing high school courses*, college courses or a combination of both. The most recent class 

grade will be used to fulfill the program entrance requirements. In addition, a minimum cumulative GPA of 

2.8 (85%) is required.  Applicants who have attended more than one college, are required to submit ALL col-

lege transcripts to determine a cumulative GPA.  A cumulative GPA will be determined by the Regis-

trar.  High School Students-If you have taken or are taking college/university in the high school courses, 

you will need to submit those college transcripts. 

SUNY FMCC requires a TEAS test minimum score of proficient level to be admitted into the program. The 
TEAS test must be taken within two years of the application date. The TEAS test can only be taken twice in a 
twelve-month period. A repeat test attempt may not be earlier than 30 days and must be an ATI proctored 
test. Students repeating the TEAS test are advised to utilize study guide materials prior to making a second 
attempt.  Please note, test attempts at other testing sites will count as an attempt. Scores of a second 
attempt prior to 30 days will not be accepted. If you do not meet the TEAS cut score, you must retake the en-
tire TEAS test. SUNY FMCC follows ATI TEAS testing recommendations.

The Licensed Practical Nurse Applicant Advanced Placement Credit: 

• The individual must hold a current New York State License for Practical Nurses. 

Completion of 4 credits of college level Anatomy & Physiology I (BIO 181) with a minimal grade of “C” course must be no more 
than seven years old and 3 credits of General Psychology (PSY 101) with a minimal grade of “C” before entrance to NUR 106. 

Accepted Students must successfully complete Nursing Process (1 institutional non-degree credit) Course offered at Fulton-
Montgomery Community College before admittance into NUR 106.  This is a prerequisite for his/her entrance into NUR 106.  This 
course will be offered in the January term. 

Final decisions as to granting prior FM credits, transfer credits, or equivalencies will be made by the Dean of Academic Affairs in 
consultation with the Nursing Selection Committee.

Concurrent registration in, or prior completion of 4 credits of Anatomy & Physiology I (BIO 181) (with a minimum grade of “C” and 
not more than 7 years old) and 3 credits of General Psychology (PSY 101) (with a minimum grade of “C”) 

Co-requisites for NUR 106 

Concurrent registration in, or prior completion of 4 credits of Anatomy & Physiology II (BIO 182) (with a minimum grade of “C” and 
not more than 7 years old) and 3 credits of Developmental Psychology (PSY 200) (with a minimum grade of “C”) 

Note:  To qualify for the next sequential nursing course, the student must earn a minimum grade of “C” in Nursing Science courses, 
pass the clinical portion, and earn a minimum grade of “C” in Anatomy & Physiology I & II (BIO 181 and BIO 182) and Microbiology 
(BIO 282). 

Granting of Prior FM Credit or Transfer Credit 

• Transfer students from other collegiate nursing programs are evaluated on an individual basis. 

• Prior FM credit or transfer credit will not be granted for college level Anatomy and Physiology I and II and Microbiology, if the      

 course is more than seven years old. (must also earn a minimum grade of “C”) 

Final decisions as to prior FM or transfer credits will be made by the Dean of Academic Affairs in consultation with the Nursing Se-
lection Committee. 
 
Please review Nursing Program and R.N. License Requirements 

Nursing Program Requirements: 
 
The nursing program or its affiliate clinical agencies may require background checks and drug screenings. Failure to pass one or 
more of these checks/screenings will mean that the student will not be allowed to attend clinical lab. Clinical lab is a required 
course component. Thus, the student will be unable to meet the course requirements and must withdraw from the program.  

R.N. License Requirements: 

Graduates are eligible to take the National Council Licensure Examination for Registered Nurses. Candidates for licensure must 
meet all requirements as determined by the New York State Education Law, Article 139, which include be of good moral character, 
be at least eighteen years of age, graduate from a nursing education program acceptable to NYSED, complete New York State re-
quired infection control coursework and child abuse reporting coursework, pass the National Council Licensure Examination for 
Registered Nurses (NCLEX-RN), and apply for an RN license with NYSED. 

In applying for licensure, you must answer the following question: “Have you ever been found guilty after trial, or pleaded guilty, no 
contest, or nolo contendere to a crime (felony or misdemeanor) in any court?” You may be prohibited from obtaining a license re-
lated to any convictions.
